NOTIFICATION

The draft of the following rules further to amend the Karnataka Education
Department Services (Department of Public Instructions) (Recruitment) Rules,
1967, which the Government of Karnataka proposes to make in exercise of the
powers conferred by sub-section (1) of section 3 read with section 8 of the
Karnataka State Civil Services Act, 1978 (Karnataka Act 14 of 1990) as required by
clause (a) of sub-section (2) of section 3 of the said Act, for the information of all
persons likely to be affected is hereby published. After its publication in the Official
Gazette the suggestions and objections received from the affected persons and
general public have been considered.

Now, therefore in exercise of the powers, Karnataka Education Department
Services (Department of Public Instructions) (Recruitment) Rules, 1967, which the
Government of Karnataka proposes to make the amendment conferred by sub-
section (1) of section 3 read with section 8 of the Karnataka State Civil Services
Act, 1978 (Karnataka Act 14 of 1990), hereby makes the following rules, namely:-

RULES

1. Title and commencement:- (1) These rules may be called the Karnataka
Education Department Services (Department of Public Instructions) (Recruitment)
(Amendment) Rules, 2020.

(2) They shall come into force from date of their final publication in the Official
Gazette.

2. Amendment of Schedule:- In the Karnataka Education Department
Services (Department of Public Instructions) (Recruitment) Rules, 1967, in the
schedule, under the heading “Class III, NON-GAZETTED posts,” for the entries
relating to the category of posts of “Graduate Primary School Teacher for class 6 to
8”at serial number 66-A, the following shall be substituted, namely:-

(iii) 0.30 for percentage of marks
secured in the four year
BEIEd. Or B.A/BSc.Ed Or
BAEd Or BScEd. Graduate
Degree.

(2) If the derived percentage after
applying the above weightages for
two or more candidates are equal,
the order of merit in respect of such
candidates shall be fixed on the
basis of their age, the elder in age
being placed above the younger.

4. Reservation of Posts.-The
reservation of posts shall be in
accordance with the norms and
extent provided under rule 9 of the
Karnataka Civil Service (General
Recruitment) Rules, 1977, extent
orders of the Government and extent
laws, including the following.

5. Selection List.-(1)Before
publishing the provisional list of
selected candidates, the selection
authority may call candidates in
order of merit for purpose of
verification of records up to two
times of the number of notified
posts.

(2) After verification of records, the
selection authority shall publish a

method of teaching at
least in one of these
three subjects in
Diploma or Bachelor
Degree course in
Teacher Education.

(3) Thereafter, the main list of
selected candidates equal to the
number of vacancies notified shall
be published after considering
objections, if any received, to the
provisional list.

(4) The selection authority shall as
far as possible consider the option
exercised by the candidate with
regard to selection to a particular
category of post at the time of
recruitment.

(5) Candidates whose names are
included in the main list prepared in
the manner indicated above may be
appointed by the appointing
authority in the vacancies in the
order in which their names are
arranged in the list, after satisfying
itself after such enquiry as may be
considered necessary that each of

the candidate is suitable in all
respects for appointment.
6. Additional List.-(1) The

selection authority shall prepare an
additional list of candidates not
included in the main Ilist not
exceeding ten per cent of the posts
notified for the recruitment. The list
so prepared shall be published in
the Official Gazette and shall cease
to be operative from the date of
publication of the notification for the
subsequent recruitment for same
category of posts or two years

whichever is earlier.

(2) The additional list may be
operated only if the candidates in
the main list do not take up the
appointment or are found to be

subjects in Diploma
or Bachelor Degree
course in Teacher
Education.

For post of Graduate
Primary Teacher (Social
Studies), a candidate
should have:

(a) Studied two subjects
as optional subjects for
three years in the
Graduate Degree as
detailed below:

Provided that in case of
a candidate belonging to
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ineligible before the appointment.
However, the recruitment shall be
limited to the extent of notified

vacancies only.

II. For In-Service Recruitment.-
1.Eligibility.-
candidates working in the cadre of

(1)In-service
Primary School Teacher or the
earlier cadre of Primary School
Assistant Master or Mistress with a
period of minimum service of five
years and having completed the
probationary period; and

(2) Must possess the
qualifications prescribed in column
(4) except the minimum
percentages.

(3)Must have Secured minimum
fifty percent marks each in the
prescribed competitive examination
and in the additional paper or in
section as notified for the concerned
category of posts and medium of
instruction.

2.Competitive Examination.-
(1)A Competitive Examination for in-
service recruitment for each
category of posts listed at serial
number (i) to (iii) in column (2)and
for different mediums of instructions
shall be conducted exclusively for

the eligible candidates.

(2) The Competitive
Examinations for the respective
three categories of post specified at
serial number (i) to (iii) in column (2)
and for different mediums of
instructions may contain additional

Scheduled Caste /
Scheduled  Tribe /
Category-I of OBC or a
candidate belonging to
category of person with
disability the above
mentioned requirement
of marks in Graduate
Degree or PUC shall be
minimum forty-five
percent;

And

(4)Any other Higher or
additional qualification
prescribed by extant
regulations of National
Council for Teacher
Education.

Note: For the purposes
of these rules,

(i) For candidates with
Integrated Four-
year Bachelor
Degree in Teacher
Education, the
requirement of
study of relevant
subjects as optional

subjects will be
without the
requirement of
study for three
years.

(ii) A Diploma or
Bachelor Degree
course in
Elementary
Education or
Bachelor Degree

course in Education
shall be recognized
by the National
Council for Teacher
Education (NCTE)
only shall be
considered.

(iii)A Degree course in
Special Education
of teachers shall be
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papers or sections as may be notified
by the Government.

3. Selection Criteria.-The selection
shall be based on the merit list
prepared for the concerned category
of post and medium of instruction
on the basis of derived percentages
of marks secured in the above
prescribed Competitive

Examination, Graduate Degree
Course and pre service Teacher
Education course with the following
weightages in the following manner

namely,-

(@) In case of a teacher having
Diploma in Elementary Education
or Bachelor Degree in Education
or Bachelor Degree in Special
Education, the weightages shall
be has follows namely;-

(i) 0.50 for percentage of marks
secured in the competitive
examination;

(ii)) 0.25 for percentage of marks
secured in the Graduate Degree;
and

(iii)) 0.25 for percentage of marks

secured in diploma Teacher

Education bachelor Degree in

education or Bachelor Degree in

Special Education.

(d) In case of teacher having Four-
year Integrated Bachelor Degree
Quualification , the weightages shall
be has follows namely:-
